V Rising demand in emerging economies drove export volumes up in the semester both
in Brazil and in the US but more importantly, pricing was very strong. As beef production
IS long cycle, some of this export demand will tend to boost chicken exports, particularly
out of the US, in the coming years.

V Strong domestic demand in both Brazil and the US limited exports in the first
semester although it is clear that prices will tend to push up export volumes from now
on particularly taking into account the reopening of the Russian market for US product.
